An Update on Sheri Klingõs Theological Education  . . .   
 
Greetings LCR Family!  Itôs hard for me to believe that 2011 is over, that Iôve been in California for almost 
6 months, and that a quarter of my coursework as a doctoral student is over! I am happy to report to you 
that I earned Aôs in all of my classes this past fall. At the end of the semester I wrote over 60 pages (the 
equivalent of my masterôs thesis) for those three classes.  
 

In early January, I began a new part-time job that I am very grateful to have. I am working as a project ma-
nager at Western University of the Health Sciences helping them with a strategic planning effort.  
 

Spring semester begins tomorrow, January 17, and I have three exciting classes lined up. Two of them will 
satisfy my inter-religious studies requirement; one is on Buddhism and Christianity, and the other is on 
certain aspects of Hinduism and Buddhism. The third class is one in becoming a ñpublic scholar,ò and will 
help us to build our careers in such a way as to move us toward work in the public arena of theological 
discourse. As it is my hope to write books for, and speak to, the general public and not just for academics, 
this is of interest to me. 
 

I have submitted a proposal to present a paper at a national student conference here in April, am prepar-
ing a proposal for a conference in Santa Barbara over Labor Day, and also am hoping I can again speak 
at the Summer Dream Conference in North Carolina in early June. If that happens, I hope to be able to 
visit you there in Marietta. I miss you all, and hope that you will continue to pray for me, my studies and 
my journey with God.
